Miscellaneous Information

Although the majority of our dogs are crate trained or trained to a routine and schedule of their
foster homes, most dogs will need to be re-housed trained to your home an your routine. How do
you plan to house train your new dog?

Although we do not take people aggressive dogs into our program, we do accept abused and
unsocialized dogs. These dogs often need work with behavior problems. Any dog that has ANY
known history of snapping will not be adopted to a family with children. But understand that a dog
may react differently and you must be prepared to deal with it. How will you deal with behavior
problems like snapping or biting?

Do you understand that dogs can bite out of fear distrust? Unfortunately, they do not have hands
to slap the face of hat obnoxious strangers that is grabbing and touching them. The only way they
have to protect themselves is with their teeth.

Adoption Donations

When we bring dogs into our program, we have our vet preform the procedures that you, as a
responsible pet owners, would have done after you adopt. This would include spay/neuter,
DHLPPC immunization, Rabies immunization, Bordetella immunization, general health
examination, dental procedures, etc. The ONLY way we can continue to save dogs from certain
euthanasia is with the donations you and other make to reimburse Lone Star Shih Tzu and Lhasa
Apso Rescue for these veterinary procedures.

When adopting, we request a minimum donation which helps us recover the cost of the basic
veterinary procedures. The range of this basic donation is between $150 and $600 and is based
on the age of the dog you are adopting.

We also perform more expensive procedures as needed such as heart worm treatment, tumor
removal and other necessary surgeries, etc. However, the minimum donation is still calculated
according to the age of the dog being adopted. Please see our Frequently Asked Questions
(FAQ) page for more details and the donation amounts.

Our goal is to never say no to a Tzu or Lhasa in danger of euthanasia. The only way we can do
this is with your donation. Your donation helps replace what we spend on your dog and give us
the funds to rescue another. If you can donate more than the adoption donation for your dog, we
would really appreciate it.
